3. God had promised Jacob a Blessing, but it was obvious that 

his character was not ready to receive it. What else will 

happen to Jacob that will aid in his personal preparation? 

4. What has God done or is doing to develop your character for 

his blessing? 

5. Later (Genesis 32:22-32) Jacob wrestles an Angel, and at 

the end of their match the Angel touches his hip and 

dislocates it. Jacob will walk with a limp the rest of his life. 

He moves from a guy who manipulates situations to get 

what he wants to a man willing to wrestle and not let go to 

possibly obtain what he desires. How have the things in your 

life that God is using to shape you, led you to a spot where 

you can’t let go of God?
